Summary: The s i t e ,  40 f e e t  wide on Delaware S t r e e t ,  was sold by 

Edward Blake, Jr., to  Henry R i l l i a m s ,  "adler" i n  1730. No house 

l a  mentioned. Henry Willlama's brother  John, a %arpentern  i n h e r i -  

t ed  the  proper ty  which he sold i n  1760 t o  %illlam Blackburn, car-  

penter,  f o r  70 pounds, a p r i c e  t h a t  means Ahere was a house on it ,  

W i l l i a m  Blackburn died i n  1770, H i s  wife and then h i s  daughter, 

Maria, who was married t o  William Guthrie ,  owned the  property un- 

til 1854, when William and Maria sold it t o  Edward Dalby as 'a l o t  

of land and br ick  housean l a e t h e r  t h e  house was of i ts  p resen t  

s i z e  from the beginning i s  not  indicated by t h e  deeds and* w i l l s  

examined, except t h a t  the s e l l i n g  p r i c e ,  $3,000, i n  1854 could 

ind ica te  a l a r g e  house, and h e i r s  of Lucien Chase say that  it  was 

i ts  present  s i z e  in  the  18701s,  There l a  no suggest ion of a s t o r e  

i n  t h e  deeds and w i l l s  u n t i l  Edward Dalby buys i t  i n  1854. W i l -  

l iam Q u t h r i e ' s  occupation has not been found s o  f a r .  In an ac- 

count of a f i r e  which destroyed t h e  r e p a i r  shops of the New C a s t l e  

and F'renchtown R. R. i n  1840, these  shops were behind t h e  house, 

and t h e  house roof caught f i r e  and burned. From t h e  occupation8 

of the  e a r l y  owners, t h e r e  may have been a shop behind t h e  house, 

o r  i n  the  house i n  t h e  case of  t h e  saddler ,  who may have been t h e  

bu l l  de r  . 
Later  owners were women from 1868 t o  1915, except t h a t  Chauncey 

Holcomb owned it and l i v e d  i n  it f o r  a time a f t e r  1905.

There 1s l i t t l e  on t h e  f r o n t  of t h i s  house, with t h e  ex- 

cept ion  of i ts general  p ropor t ions ,  which would i n d i c a t e  i ts  

age, The dormere a r e  obviously l a t e ;  t he  corn ice ,  t h e  second 

s t o r y  sash could be o ld ,  bu t  t h e  frames on both  f l o o r s  a r e  o f  

l a t e  design as a r e  t h e  f i r s t  f l o o r  sash and doors. The b r i c k  

work, a l though layed  f lemish  bond, Is  devoid o f  any e a r l y  char-  

a c t e r  and has l i k e l y  been replaced.  The gable  i s  stuccoed and 

with no openings. Some e a r l y  windows and frames s t i l l  remain 

on the  r e a r  o f  t he  bui lding.  

S ince  t h e  work on t h i s  r e p o r t  s t a r t e d ,  t h e  first f l o o r  

windows and doors  on t h e  l e f t  o r  e a s t  end of t h e  facade  have 

w been changed t o  accommodate t h e  doc tor  ' 8 off i ce .  For tuna te ly ,  

no e a r l y  work was changed.
